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To obtain OHSAS 18001 registration, Bobcat created an occupational health and safety 

management system that controls risks and improves performance, and demonstrated the 

system is working. A unique feature of OHSAS 18001 is that it places a greater emphasis on 

health, rather than just safety, and can be closely aligned with ISO 14001, recognizing that a 

lighter impact on the environment goes hand-in-hand with a healthier work atmosphere. 

 

“A healthier and safer work environment is going to be more productive, and will have a 

positive impact on the products we manufacture here for our customers,” said Hellman. 

 

The Bismarck facility is the only location in the United States that manufactures excavators. 

Bobcat-exclusive Toolcat™ utility work machines are also manufactured at the Bismarck plant. 

 

Previously, the Bobcat facility in Gwinner, N.D., where loaders are manufactured, received 

ISO 14001 and OHSAS 18001 registration from BSI. Bobcat is currently in the process of 

obtaining these certificates for its manufacturing plant in Litchfield, Minn.
